2. Why is it important for there to be a catch() block for each type of exception thrown by code in the
try block?

3. We learned Monday that we can use a PrintWriter object by itself to write to a text file. We also learned
that we can create a PrintWriter object on top of a BufferedWriter object. What is the advantage of
creating this additional object?

4. PrintWriter instance methods don’t throw checked exceptions, meaning that try/catch blocks are not
needed when they are called. Even so, many programmers avoid using PrintWriter, instead using
classes whose methods do throw exceptions. Suggest a reason why programmers would prefer to use
a class whose methods throw exceptions, rather than an equivalent class whose methods do not throw
exceptions.
